Dear Mayor Semeta and City Council, 


I want to express my appreciation for the work you, staff, and our first responders continue to 
do in support of the community of Huntington Beach during these challenging times. 


As you know, most community members are complying with the executive order from the 
State of California to shelter in place (except for essential activities). This executive order is 
for the benefit of the greater good of the community and is an attempt to flatten the curve, 
to contain the spread of COVID-19, to ensure that our health care system is not overwhelmed, 
and to save many lives.  


Our unhoused neighbors are not able to follow this order to shelter in place because they 
have to nowhere to shelter in the first place. I urge you to continue to urgently seek out all 
possible solutions and to innovate for the greater good. Things that may not be considered in 
normal times might be given another look today. Ideas include: 


- Safe Parking with managed, wrap around services in currently unused lots (possibly in 
church lots that may be willing) 


- Use of vacant hotels and motels  


- Temporary Tents or trailers on city, state or similar property 


I’m a member of the advocacy group Homeless United HB. We continue to advocate for 
housing for the unhoused people of our city, this is our long-term goal.  We see shelters as 
temporary resources along the way to a person’s permanent home. In this current COVID-19 
emergency we have several concerns about the health and safety of the homeless population 
on themselves and the general population.  We believe the longer we delay sheltering 
homeless people the more likely they will contract and spread COVID-19.  That is why it is 
critical to keep in communication with those in need of shelter.  We ask that you make sure 
the case workers and service providers of the Homeless Task Force remain in force.  We rely 
on this team to reach out and communicate available services to our city’s homeless and 
those in need of services to stay in their homes.  Your efforts to communicate with us, the 
residents of the city, are important. We know that the city is offering a live telephone help 
line 24/7 and it is important to have services available to resolve these calls for help.  


We are witnessing first-hand why we need a compassionate, effective, and robust civic 
infrastructure to respond to this emergency. We consider the Homeless Task Force an essential 
part of this infrastructure.
